January 28, 2025 

Herdsmen allegedly killed two persons in Mbiri, 
Ika South LGA. In response, youths launched a 
reprisal attack on a Hausa camp in Umunede. 

January 02, 2025 

Hoodlums reportedly set fire to Okere-Urhobo 
Youth Secretariat in Warri South LGA, following 
a dispute over traditional festivals. 

November 11, 2024 

Three residents killed during clashes between 
Iwhreko and Ekiugbo communities over collec-
tion of levies at a market in Ughelli North LGA.  

December 08, 2024 

Residents of Okuama in Ughelli South LGA 
protested the detention and alleged torture of 
their community leaders by the Nigerian Army.
