February 08, 2025 

Gunmen allegedly kidnapped the President of 
Ohanaeze Youth Council at IMSU Junction near 
Work Layout in Owerri, the state capital. 

January 22, 2025 

Gunmen reportedly killed a lawyer based in 
Imo State after intercepting his vehicle along 
the Mgbidi Highway in Oru West LGA.  

January 04, 2025 

kidnappers allegedly clashed with the police in 
Umuokanne community, Ohaji/Egbema LGA, 
resulting in the deaths of two suspects.  

January 05, 2025 

Gunmen reportedly killed approximately 18 
residents in a series of coordinated attacks 
across multiple communities in Orsu LGA.
