A 50-year-old local vigilante commander was 
killed on his farm by suspected herdsmen in 
Erah community, Owan East LGA.  

February 21, 2025 

22 persons reportedly killed in clashes between 
cocoa farmers and ethnic militias over alleged 
farm theft in Gbelemoti, Ovia South-West LGA.  

February 24, 2025 

Two residents allegedly killed and many others 
displaced in herder-farmer clashes in Okpekpe 
community, Etsako East LGA.
