February 22, 2025 

A 38-year-old pregnant woman was allegedly 
killed by her husband during a dispute in Benin 
City, Edo State. 

January 05, 2025 

A young woman was reportedly raped, robbed, 
and murdered in her home by assailants in 
Asaba, Delta State. 

December 25, 2024 

A 50-year-old woman was reportedly killed and 
dumped in a well for money rituals by her 29-
year-old son in Boki LGA, Cross River State. 

January 09, 2025 

A 10-year-old girl was reportedly kidnapped 
and murdered for ritual purposes by two young 
men in Ethiope East LGA, Delta State.
